Why is the fee not covered in 
your monthly class fee? 

Your monthly class fees are set to cover the weekly class 

instruction only. In the past, the home office  has 
considered raising the annual registration fee to $40-$50 

and then all the competition fees, etc would be included, 

but, since not everyone attends these events we have felt 

the most fair and economical option is to only charge the 

dancers and parents for those things they participate in.  

Whether it is a prop, show admission or a TWD event, you 

are only charged a minimal expense for the events in 

which you are participating. Many dance studios charge 

$15-$25 to watch a show and competition entry fees can 

be $30 or more per dancer, per routine.  We strive hard to 
keep our rates reasonable and affordable in everything we 

do. 

What does the competition fee 
cover? 

Each competition fee is paid directly to the home office 
and covers expenses associated with running the 
compeititon such as building rental fees, event staff, 
judges, MC & music, awards, and so on. The fees do not go 
to the individual program and are not used to help pay for 
program staff or class teachers at the event. Because of 
this, you may notice that sometimes head instructors 
and/or assistants will not be at all events to help save on 
program expenses.		

 

Just For Kix will host the SIXTH annual Senior Showcase 
at the Rochester TWD.  Senior Kix teams from across the 
Midwest will compete for a spot in the top 5. It is a great 

event and the St. Cloud Just For Kix is excited to be 
bringing our Senior Kix team again this year!
