JAZZ PLACEMENT

We will hold placement testing for jazz classes for the
2017-2018 season on Friday, June 23",

Dancers will learn a short combo in the June
Technique classes that will then be evaluated at the
placement testing. In addition, we will also be
evaluating skills such as: Splits, pirouettes, kicks,
straight & open leaps, Chainé turns and a la seconde
turns. Dancers will try out in small groups so that we
get a chance to look at every dancer. A staff member
will film each of the groups and a panel of teachers will
then watch the videos and evaluate each dancer to
place them in the appropriate class for their current
level.

Placements will be announced no later than July 31t
will be done via email so please be sure the email
address connected to your dance account is up to
date.

Dancers who are interested in becoming stronger and
not losing what they have learned throughout the year
are strongly encouraged to take June, July & August
technique as well as summer ballet. Dancers improve
so much over our 9-month season that taking 3 months
completely off can be very detrimental.

ATTENDANGE

Good attendance is imperative as we prepare for
competitions and the Spring Show. We dance as a
team. When one dancer is missing, the whole
team suffers. Please make every effort to attend
each class. And if for some reason you can’t make
it to class or a competition, please let your
instructor know.
