Studio Classes

We encourage all of our dancers to consider taking dance classes over the summer months. There is SO much
progress made over our 9-month dance season that taking a whole summer off can be detrimental.

June Technique classes are great for dancers to hone in on specific technique and work to perfect specific skills related to jazz
and kick as well as work on strengthening and flexibility.

July Technique/Style classes are designed to further develop dancer’s quality of movement. We will incorporate technique
training but take it to the next level by adding choreography and challenging the dancer’s overall style, the way they move and
the way they hear music. You can register for 1, 2 or all 3 of the July style classes and each class will focus on a different form of
movement/style of dance.

Our August Bootcamp is NEW this year and will help prepare dancers who are interested in trying out for a placement jazz/kick
teams (2-12" grade) and/or a placement hip hop team (6-12t" grade). Dancers will be immersed in ballet, technique classes,
strength and conditioning training as well as learning combos in a variety of styles by a variety of full year studio instructors as
well as guest instructors that we’ll be bringing in! We HIGHLY RECOMMEND this for all dancers planning to tryout for our
placement classes on August 9t"!

Placement classes are for dancers who are ready for more than a 1 hour per week recreational kick class. These classes are designed to help
dancers that are serious about learning more and help to become a well-rounded dancer. Dancers develop more technique, body awareness,
and style that will take them to a higher level of dance.

Unlike our recreational classes where dancers are grouped solely by their grade, placement class dancers are placed by grade AND skill
level. We make this determination at our low-pressure placement testing on August 9. Placements are important so that we can challenge
dancers who are excelling at a quicker rate and on the other hand, slow down and break down technique more thoroughly for dancers as
needed. This is similar to various reading/math groups at school. We want to provide the BEST education to all of our dancers.

All 2-12t" grade dancers wanting to be placed into a jazz/kick placement class and all 6-12% grade dancers wanting to be placed into a hip
hop class will need to attend the auditions on Thursday, August 9. Times for each age group are listed on the back of this sheet. If your
dancer cannot attend on this day, arrangements for trying out will need to be made for your dancer to tryout BEFORE Thursday, August 9.

“What if | don’t want to be placed into a class?” Placement testing is a great experience for several reasons. It prepares dancers how to go
through and audition process which may be beneficial later in life whether they are trying out for a high school/college dance team or
interviewing for a job. It also allows us to provide specific feedback to dancers to help set goals and know what to continue to work and
improve on for the upcoming season. However, if dancers do not want to be placed they can register for our CORE jazz classes and
coinciding kick class for their age (Twinkler/Wee, Dazzler/Mini, Showstopper/Middle, Diamond/Junior, Stardreamer/Senior).
