All dancers and non performers receive a name badge on a lanyard with a barcode that is
scanned everyday to make sure we have everyone at all times! This is very important to the
Just For Kix staff!

We want you to know that the dancers tour is the most organized event around for dancers
and you definitely get what you pay for! They will make new friends and meet people from all
over the country that they otherwise wouldn’t have the opportunity to meet. The performers
are treated respectfully.

Fheguently Asked Questions
What are the dancer ages?

The Outback Bowl Performance tour is open to dancers in 2nd grade and up. Dancers will be
divided into groups (depending on age and number of performers) to perform in their featured
number of the routine during halftime, the pregame performance, and finale.

How does airfare work?

Airfare must be purchased separately. We encourage you to book airfare through Travelers
Fare. Call (800) 450- 3273. Check into this as soon as possible since airfare costs can
increase at anytime. You may also check into staying an extra night (as an upgrade) and flying
in the day before, as airfare may be significantly lower and a flight more easily accessible.
Arriving earlier will get your tour off to a better start! We recommend assigning one person per
team/group to coordinate airfare and contact the Travel Agency rather than each individual
parent. Your Director will have suggestions as to how to book your group’s flights.

Can | extend my stay?

Absolutely. If you experience difficulty traveling, you may opt to stay an extra night at your own
expense.

What is the Outback Bowl Performance Tour refund policy?

The first $300.00 deposit is NON-REFUNDABLE. There are NO refunds
available after November 10th. Please note these dates and policies when
completing your forms.

What happens if a participant drops and they have fundraising money?

If a participant who had been fundraising decides to drop from the trip, the
fundraised money will be divided up evenly amongst the remaining participants.
This is a non-negotiable policy set by the Just For Kix Home Office. *Exceptions

will be at the discretion of the Home Office.
Do participants have to go on the package?

YES! We do not allow deviation from the package. It is our policy that ALL
participants on the tour go through the package. There are several reasons why:

- Safety. Everyone who is on the tour has a lanyard and a barcode. If we
have numbers change at every event, it makes it very hard for us to count off

participants.

- We have to sign a contract with the hotel 6 months prior to reserve rooms. ltis
quite an expense and we need to fulfill our contract. Since we typically run out of
rooms, we prefer to use our hotel rooms for our performers on the package so
we fulfill our expenditures with the hotel.

- The tour is designed for parents, grandparents, and siblings who want to go
with to all the events we do. We have coach bussing to all events. It is great for
those who wish to be taken care of.

Can parents bring their young children?

Yes. Family members are always welcome! There are some price differences for
certain excursions.
