This is a big event – remember to allow plenty of time to find parking, walk into the 
building, and find our meeting location. Make sure you note the side your dancer is 
performing on for each division they are participating in, as this is a two-sided event. 
Please reach out with any questions! 

ADMISSION - There will be NO ADMISSION at any of the TWD Competitions.  

PARTICIPANT WRISTBANDS - Directors will receive wristbands for paid participants, which 
will be distributed the day of competition. Dancers will not be able to participate the day of 
competition without the wristband.  

LUNCH/MONEY - There will be food & merchandise available for purchase.  

HAIR/UNIFORM/MAKE-UP – Please arrive in uniform with hair and make-up done.  Please 
check to make sure you have all costume pieces NOW; kick classes should also wear black 
socks (from home) that cover the ankle. Red lipstick is required for all competing dancers; 
blush is recommended, any other make-up is optional.  If you are in two or more dances it is 
recommended to wear a leotard under for easy changing – only do this if the is not visible 
under the costume. Make sure your hair is VERY NEAT – all classes should wear their hair in a 
low bun with a CENTER part, same as for all performances this year. For those in more than 
one class – changing areas are limited, but DO NOT change out in the open; please use 
changing tents provided.  

NO GLITTER - Teams wearing glitter may be disqualified. This is a facility issue – glitter is very 
hard to clean up off the performance floor.  

MEETING AREA - We will have an assigned meeting place to gather. Our meeting area has not 
been assigned yet – I will post in BAND once I find out. Please remember to bring minimal 
personal belongings, items left in the meeting area are done so at your own risk as we will be 
sharing the space with several other programs. Put everything in one bag; label all personal 
items with your name and town.  

HOW DO I FIND MY DANCER AFTER THE COMPETITION - Please meet your dancer back in 
our meeting area after awards are done.  

DIVISIONS - Competition divisions are based on grade range and class size, as discussed at 
our competition meeting. Your division may not have the same title as your normal class 
name. The final schedule will be posted online at www.justforkix.com/twd within 24 hours of 
the event.
