Need To Know 

Dance Attire 
Please follow the dress code sheet that was included with this newsletter. If one did not make it home, it has been posted 
on our Just For Kix website under the Forms/Downloads page.  Proper dance attire allows our staff to correct alignment 
and see your dancer’s lines, which is an integral part of dance technique. Thank you for having your dancer prepared! 
Shoes 
The following shoes are expected to be worn at practice:  
Kick – Jazz, Ballet or Tennis Shoes (tennis shoes must be clean and not worn outside)  
Jazz – Jazz shoes or turners (toes must be completely covered) 
Lyrical - Jazz shoes, turners or ballet shoes 
Hip-Hop – Tennis Shoes or Hip Hop boots (tennis shoes must be clean and not worn outside)  
Ballet – Ballet Shoes (most preferred), turners or jazz shoes  
Early is On Time - On Time is Late 
Just For Kix classes start on time! Put forth your best effort to come prepared and ready to dance! Every dancer is needed 
from COUNT ONE to make it an effective and organized practice or performance.  
Attendance 
Make practices and performances a priority - your class and team depend on you! If you are absent, meet with a friend to 
learn the material BEFORE the next class. If you know that you will be absent on the day of a performance, please inform 
the instructor in advance so they can rework formations at class if needed.  Dancers who are not at class the week before a 
performance, will not be able to participate in the performance.  
Parking 
Please use our parking lot to park and wait for dancers. At busy times, parking on the road is permitted. The front of the 
building is for dropping and picking up only (no parking and waiting). Thank you! 
Messes, Theft & Vandalism 
We hope you and your family find our studio a warm environment to hang out. Thank you for treating it as you would a 
treasured possession; we want it to stay beautiful for years to come.  Please treat the practice and performance spaces as 
they were your own! We are judged by the actions of a few; therefore; Just For Kix has no tolerance for disrespecting 
others’ belongings or property. We recommend leaving valuables at home.  

Supervision 
Dancers are only supervised during their regular class time. Although we may have several classes going on before and 
after your dancers class time, it will be your responsibility to watch your children.

Over the years, we have found the most productive way to run classes is without distraction of parents, siblings or 
friends in the studio. We only have a short time each week, so every minute is important. Occasionally we will allow 
spectators in the last five minutes of class so you can see the progress we are making.  We also have a parent 
viewing area outside each studio if you wish to stay for the full class.  

Communication 
Email or direct phone calls are the 
preferred method of communication. Text 
messages, Facebook messages or other 
forms of communication are not 
guaranteed to get a response back. 



All Preschool – 3rd grade dancers will be performing at our Annual Halloween Show at the 
Sauk Rapids Middle School.

Enclosed	
with	the	costume	is	a	SALMON	colored	order	form.	The	costume	exchange	portion	
on	the	back	of	the	form	must	be	filled	out	completely	and	sent	back	with	your	items.		
The	new	costume	will	be	shipped	back	to	the	director	and	the	dancer	will	receive	it	
in	class.			
	
*Recommended	procedure:	For	a	timely	turn-around	time,	we	recommend	ordering	a	new	costume	
in	the	size	you	need	and	sending	back	the	wrong-fitting	costume	for	a	full	refund	(rather	than	an	
exchange).

COSTUMES 

If you stil l need to order your costume: 
Costumes need to be paid in full before the order is placed. 
Some costumes may take 8-10 weeks from the order date to 
arrive so all orders must be placed by September 30th. Late 
orders will not be guaranteed delivery prior to the Winter Show. 
If you have received your costume: 
Try it on right away. If the sizing is not correct please return it to 
the home office as soon as possible. You can make an 
exchange as long as the costume has not been worn or 
damaged. Tights/Under Garments can only be exchanged if 
they are unopened. 
 

 

 

 
 

TUITION 

Our tuition is based on a yearly rate for 36 classes 
(unless it is a special session).  

 
You have three payment options for your 
tuition: 
(A $1/class/month discount applies if you pay for 4 
or more months at a time) 
• Pay the full year by September 30th 
• Pay for half of the year by September 30th 

and again by January 1st. 
• Pay monthly. Payments are due on the FIRST 

of every month and MUST be paid online. Any 
payments received by the home office in 
Brainerd after the 10th will be assessed a late 
fee of $10.00. 

Dancers will receive a payment reminder in class if 
their account is not paid in full by the first of the 
month. If it is not paid by the following week, they 
will not be allowed to participate in class. Thank 
you in advance for your timely attention to 
payments!
