Early Is On Time - On Time Is Late. Just For Kix Teams strive to start
on time! Put forth your best effort to come prepared and ready to
dance! Every dancer is needed from COUNT ONE to make a true
practice, or performance, effective and organized.

CLASS ATTIRE
Please follow the dress code that is on our Pierz JFK page under
NEWS & EVENTS. We like dancers to be in clothing that allows a wide
range of movement. No jewelry, gum etc. Hair must be pulled back
into a bun or pony tail.

ATTENDANCE
Make practices and performances a priority - your team depends on

you! If you are absent, meet with a friend to learn the material before

the next class.

MESSES, THEFT, VANDALISM

Please treat the space as if it was your own with care and consideration.

We are often judged by the actions of a few, therefore, JFK has a no
tolerance policy for disrespecting others or their belongings. We
recommend leaving valuables at home.

SUPERVISION
Dancers are supervised during their scheduled class time.
Instructors may have several classes the same day, during the
time prior to and after class, you will need to watch your children.
We want them safe.

There are two easy ways to make your payments:

We can take credit or debit card payments over the phone.

***Monthly payments are due by the 1st of each month.

+ There will be a $10.00 fee assessed to late payments.

+ Any NSF or stopped payment checks made payable to Just For
Kix will be charged a $20.00 service fee per check.

+ Student accounts are always required to be current prior to any
performance. Any student with a balance due will not be eligible to
perform with their team.

WHAT TO EXPECT FROM JFK

* There are, on average, 32 classes in the season.

- Our season runs from Mid September- April with

our spring show normally being held within the last few
weeks of April.

KEEPING OUR SPACE CLEAN

We are so lucky to be able to use the school for practices. Please
pick up after yourself and be respectful of the space.

COSTUMES AND RETURNS/
EXCHANGES

Costume orders are due the first week of October, no
later. Costumes take 8-12 weeks to arrive. This deadline
is important as we need our costumes for the Winter
Show.

If you have received your costume:

Try it on right away. If the sizing is not correct please return
them to one of the coaches ASAP, see below for instructions.
We can make an exchange as long as the costume has not
been worn or damaged. Tights and undergarments can only
be exchanged if they are unopened.

If your uniform or shoes don’t fit:

1. RETURN FOR A REFUND/ORDER NEW SIZE RIGHT
AWAY: This is recommended for you to receive your new
item sooner! If you would like the Director can return your
items to the home office. Please fill the back of the invoice
out in full and follow the instructions to get the RMA#
(selecting return for a refund, new size ordered) before
handing over to a Coach. We will be sending boxes back
for returns periodically throughout the season - usually
when there are multiple items to send back. You will
receive your refund when that shipment is received and
processed by the home office.

2.EXCHANGE FOR A NEW SIZE: Exchanges can take up
to 2 to 3 weeks. If you choose to exchange your item,
you will need to fill out the back of the invoice in full and
get the RMA# (selecting exchange and choosing the new
size). You can either drop the item off yourself at the
home office, mail it back yourself or ask the
Director/Coaches if a shipment is going out to soon and
we can send it back for you.
