General Information 
This is your information packet for all of the 2026 TWD events.
Please refer back to this packet with any questions you may have
regarding our competitions. Just For Kix began holding United We
Dance competitions in 1995, which is now referred to as Together
We Dance. The locations of the events vary depending on the
availability and cost of facilities in different areas. We try to host
competitions where a majority of our programs are located. Our
competition focus is on participation, not on outcome. Begin
training your dancers on this mentality now. It will make their
experience and your experience much more enjoyable. The focus
is on doing their best, not necessarily being rewarded as the best.
Enjoy the competition season! 

Divisions 
Kick, Jazz, Hip Hop, Lyrical, and Pom - This is the style of dance a
team will compete in. Divisions are then made up through the
following steps: 
• The level that the team is registered for (classic, select or elite) 
• The average grade of the dancers registered for the class. We do
not adjust divisions based upon those in a class that can attend
an event rather the average grade of the entire class.  
Classic - Rec level.  
Elite – Top level
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Entry Fees & Billing of Accounts 
 Dancers accounts will be billed per event based
upon what the director registered teams for. We
will let you know once fees are available to pay in
the dancer’s accounts for each event.

Judging 
Just For Kix brings in groups of judges who will follow a set
score sheet and basic criteria. Teams are not judged on
costuming. Judging is based on Technique (30 pts),
Execution/Timing (30 pts), Choreography (20 pts), Overall
Effect (20 pts) for a total of 100 points per judge. There will
be 3-5 judges for each category. If we are using 5 judges,
the high and low points are dropped and the highest point
total will win. In the event of a tie, the high and low points will
be added back in, with the highest point winning. If a tie still
remains, the team with the highest Technique points will
determine the tie breaker. Execution, then Difficulty, then
Overall Effect highest pointes will be used if needed. If all are
the same, the tie will stand.  

Awards 
 We want to award as many teams as possible, while still
leaving no less than two teams on the floor without a place.

Silver - 0 - 99 
Gold - 100 - 149 
High Gold - 150 - 199 
Platinum - 200 - 249 
Double Platinum - 250 - 300
