WHAT TO WEAR TO GLASS

Appropriate dance clothes are required for class. We want to provide every child the correct
feedback and when they have on loose clothing, we may miss something that is important.
We are strict about this, so please make sure to have a dance bag packed with extra options.

If they show up with their
hair down or in a ponytail, they will be sent to put it up. Bangs must also be back.
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
